Silicon diodes must not onlv handie the averase currents hut zlse the
surae current that coccurs when rFower is5 turned an, At turn on the
Power supply filter curactor is uncharged and momentarily acts as a
short circuit. Curprent flowes from the transformer secondary thraush
are of the diodes to sround. This current is limited anly biv the
transformer secondary resistance. (This assumes a capaciter input filter
circuit)., A tveiczal transformer may have 250 VRMS and 70 ohmz in «ach
H.V. secondary lea. Over 7 amPs can surae throuah the diade at turn an
with such a transfarmer. ( 1.414 x 350V / 70 ohms = 7.978 ). If the
rectifier filter circuit has a choke input the chake resistance also
acts to reduce the surgse current, Silican dicdes are more easily
damagsed by excessive surae currant than tubes. The 1INADO1 =zeries
diades are ratad at 20 amPs surge for one cvele. Thoush no surag
Pproublem exist in the case above, it should aluwavs be chscked. In lower
voeltase &nd hisher current rower supplies it often is a big prablem.

The diocdes must net only ke abie to handle the current but also the
circuit veltase. When the diode is forward bizsed ( ie. conductins )
the voltase across it is on the order of & valt. However when 1t 1s
reverse bhilased ( ie. cutaff ) the valtase reaches full peal secondary.
& transformer with a 359 VRMS secondary rer lea will put almost 1 KV
across the dicde., ( 2 x 1.414 > 250V = 270V ), The 1N4C00 series
diodes are rated for peak reverse vaeltases ( PRV ) betwezen SOV for the
INAOO1 and 1000V for the IN4OO7. Higher voltase diodes are available
but cost more and are harder to find.

Lizins a 1000 PRV diode at 790V jeavez little safety margin., Fower
line #luctuations and transients will quickly destrovy the diode. A
soglution is to series diodes for hisher FRV capability. Theoretically
twe 1000 PRV diodes in series have twice the capability of one diade.
In practice this is not necessarily true. When back bizsed, dicdes

in series each act as a resistor and the voltase acrass ¢ach diode

is in proeartion to 1ts resistance. If one diode has a hisher leakase
resistance than the rest of the diodes it will receive a hisher share
of the total valtase. Leakase resistance for the 1IN4OO1 series diaodes
varies between 20 and 1000 Meg ohms. the resistance varies sionifis-—
antly with temperature and manufacturing runs. Turn—off time alsa
affects the voltase distribution across the diodes. Each time cutoff
eccurs, the diade that turns off first sess the Full back voltaae
momentarily., Addins resistors and capacitors acrocs sach diode, as
mentioned in the ARRL Handbook, swampe out the leakase resistance

and switchins time so each diode perfoarms almost identicallvy. Unfar—
tunateiy: that rperfarmance is auite poor compared ta the orisinal
diode pPerformance.

A trick to connecting common rectifier diodes directly in series is
to use diodes that all come from the same manufacturers run. They
tend toe be more clasely matched in characteristics thap diodes of
different manufacturers, or even different runs of the same manu-
facturer. A rerutablie dealer will usually be able to supeply diodes
in this fashion. Another trick is to count the first dicde at its
full PRV, and each additional diode at hal¥ 1ts PRAV. Therefores twe
1000 PRV dicdes in series would be rated at 1500 PRV, and three at
2000 PRV.

SOLID STATE RECTIFIER SUBSTITUTE

If vou have been a "ham" for a while, or frequent the swar meets and
auctions vou pProbably have same tube twepe eauipment around the shack.
Older tube cauipment uses a3 rectifier tube such as a S5Y2, 5V4, or SU45
in the pPower surply. By rerplacing this tube with solid state diades
vou will reduce epower consumpticon and heat, and extend eauirment 1ife.

At this BTH two 19507s vintase Collins 5144 receivers are used for

SWL ine and as standby "ham" receivers. The 5144 yses 25 watis and
has a SV4 for the power rectifier tube. Fifteen of lthe 285 watts
(almost 12%) are wasted as heat in the rectifier filament, dizsieation
in the rectifier plates and in filament transformer core locses. When
the rectifier tube is rerplaced by silicon diodes these losses dros ta
Just a few tenths of one watt! e result is the receiver runs cooaler
and the pPower bill runs smalier.

The modification is easwys requirinsg only remoavine the rectifier tubke
and pPlussing in the solid state substitute. Substituteées are available
commercially, but it”s chearer to desisn and build vour own. The
substitutes built for the S1J4 rectifier tube were built intoe bacses
salvaged from old octal vacuum tubes. Unused octal tube baszes are
available from ETCO and others. Seven and nine rpin minizture tuhe
bases can also be found in various eparts cataleoas., To salvase a bLase
from an old slass sctal tube, wrap the tube in cloth and =zentiy breal
the envelape., Woe needle nose pliers to carcfully remove the remainins
2iazs, and side cutters to remove the tubte e¢ltements. Ths orcwn cement
inside the tube can be chirrped out., Carefully unsalder the wirzz

geing inte the base pPins. 0On most octal rectifier tubes note that the
Fins zddacent to the plate Pins are missing. This reducees the chance
of arcing. The ZR4, SU4, SV4, SAU4E, SAW4, SVE, and SY2 rectifizr tubes
have their pPlates connected to Pins 4 & &, Pins 3 5, & 7 are missing.
You should remove Ping similarilvy.

Figsure 1 shows a base diasram of the SV4 tube and its solid state

equivalent. The diodes chosen must handle the current and veltase of
the esuvirment it is used in. Silicon diodes of the IN4OO1 series have
an averase current rating of 1 amp, far hicher than the 100 ta 200 MA
ratinas of the tubes mentianed.

Clean
2ll the excess filler from the cutside of the tube base, while still
soft, wsins alcashol., When the =citinzs has Fullvy dried, smaoth the top
using emery rarer. This is most 23:5ily sccomplished by plarcins the
Parer, grit side up, on a flat surface and rubbina the tor of the tube
base across it.
