Both gentlemen are past
presidents of our club. The Minutes of the April ‘73 meeting
announced, among the wvisitors, Sandy and Fried Heyn of Tustin (no
calls yet!>. Who would cguess they would become two more SCM’s
from the Orange County A.R.C.

Club activities included, as always, Field Day; a beach party at
Newport Dunes; a few picnics and a fishing trip. Ernie; WASGXY
planned the fishing trip, which was then the club’s "First Annual
Fishing Outing and Maritime Mobile DX-Pedition".
